For some, the need for food is because of low 
income, but for others it is as a result rather of rising costs meaning 
that their income no longer meets their necessary expenditure. For all 
those who are struggling with their finances there is great mental 
stress so please pray for all those in need in our area. We are an agency 
that can give out vouchers to people to take to the food bank to 
exchange for food parcels, but we tend rather to collect the food and 
bring it to those in need, saving the cost of travel to and from Bingley. 
If you know of anyone in need please encourage them to get in touch 
with us. And if you are able, please keep donating through our church 
food bank boxes. There is always a need for tinned and dried food, 
toiletries etc, animal foods, cereals. And a tip to pass on is that it is 
better to buy several cheap items rather than an expensive one!
